Eligibility for a waiver or reduction should be 
limited to additions, renovations, and rehabilitation of single-family homes that require HPB 
review. 
 
If the LUSC recommends in favor, I intend to sponsor a subsequent referral of an LDR amendment 
to the Planning Board.
